The Premier girls sensed their opponents were shell shocked and four further points from Leanne Barrett(2), Ann Marie Fahy and Ann Marie O’Gorman were registered before Limerick finally got on the scoresheet after fifteen minutes with a point. They added another soon after but their mini revial was short lived as an Ann Marie Fahy goal and four points in a row from the impressive O’Gorman, who came off at half time having scored 2-5, left the score 4-9 to 0-2 after twenty five minutes play. Limerick scored one more point in the first half but Tipp replied in style with the on fire Leanne Barrett adding a goal and two more points and Aisling O’Connor had the last word of the half with yet another Tipp green flag. This left the half time scoreboard reading 6-11 to 0-3. The game was over after a powerful display of football in the first period. As in the last game Olivia McCarthy had the final say finishing a nice move with a well taken point to complete the rout. The final score was Tipp 8-13 Limerick 1-4. Putting aside the quality of the oppostion this was a much better display by the girls especially in the first half and if they can continue to improve again for the final it will take a very good performance from Waterford to stop them regaining the Munster Minor cup.
