After a comprehensive victory over Waterford in the 2nd Round of the Championship on Easter Monday, the U16 ladies were straight back into preparations for this round which eventfully paid off in this game. Limerick travelled to Sean Treacy Park, Tipperary travelled to take on the Premier girls on Friday 30th @ 7:00p.m.. 
The first chance of the game fell to sharp shooter Katie Crowe who found the back of the net within 25 seconds of the opening whistle. For the next fifteen minutes the Tipperary girls showed their extreme skill, determination and precision shooting adding a further 2-04 to the scoreboard thanks to the accuracy of the following girls: Clodagh Cummins (0-01), Emer Myles (1-09), Lydia Ahern (0-01), Aoife O’Gorman (0-02) and a second goal for Katie Crowe during this fifteen minutes of dominance. It took Limerick seventeen minutes to register their first point thanks to strong defensive work of the Tipperary girls. Limerick added a further 1-02 to their tally before the half time whistle whilst the Tipperary girls registered a further 1-02 through a third goal for Katie Crowe, a point from Emer Myles and a point from Elaine Devane. They ensured that their opponents would not be making their way back into the game before the end of the first half. Tipperary had a comprehensive lead going in at the break on a scoreline of 4-06 to 1-03.
Limerick registered the first points of the second half in the fourth minute, but the Tipperary girls replied with two quick points from Emer Myles and centre back Treasa McGrath. Limerick added one more point which was to prove to be their last point of the game. The Tipperary girls were extremely accurate in front of goal and did trosion work in defence and midfield to ensure the chances continued to come to the Tipperary forward line. They added a further 2-06 to their tally in the second half through another Emer Myles point; a point from Clodagh Cummins; a fourth goal from Katie Crowe; three points from substitute Aisling O’Connor and two further points from Lydia Ahern with Limerick scoring one further goal in the 24th minute but it truly was too little too late for the Limerick side. 

The Tipperary girls proved too strong for this Limerick side and showed they were worthy winners on the evening. Their sharp shooting from the forward line was too much for the Limerick defence to deal with. They now continue their preparations with their excellent management team of Libby Grogan, Conor o’Dwyer, Derry Peters and team medical doctor Kathleen O’Sullivan for the Munster U16 B Final on Saturday 11th July when they will again meet their near neighbours Waterford.
