U16 TIPPERARY GIRLS BOOK THEIR PLACE IN ALL-IRELAND FINAL

Tipperary 2-10 Westmeath 0-03

Following on from their Munster Final victory, the U16 Tipperary team booked their place in the All Ireland B Final following a convincing victory against Westmeath. The game was played at Banagher, Co. Offaly on Wednesday 22nd July, 2009.

There were a number of changes from Munster final team including – Shauna Maher was back from injury and started in the corner back position in place of Maebh Corr from Moyle Rovers who returned from holidays the day of the game. Clodagh Quirke slotted into the full back position. Sarah Fryday started in place of Lisa Kirby who was also to return from holidays on the day of the semi final but only landed in Dublin airport the same time as kick off and so missed the game. One other change on the team was the switching of Lorraine O'Shea and Niamh Myles. Lorraine started at centre forward and Niamh at wing forward.

Lorraine O’Shea got Tipperary’s first point from play within the opening five minutes of the game. The centre back for Tipperary Treasa McGrath was solid in defence with very little of the ball going past her. Treasa played a great ball to Lorraine O’Shea who was fouled which resulted in Siobhán Condon scoring a magnificent point from the placed ball about 50 metres out from the goal. Aisling O'Connor playing at corner forward won a great ball and in turn laid it onto Katie Crowe who made no mistake and got Tipp's first goal. Tipp were well in control and all working very hard as a unit. Eimear Myles showing great leadership at mid field was tripped going through the Westmeath defense and won a free for Tipperary. Siobhan Condon passed the placed ball onto Lorraine O'Shea who put it over the bar. Katie Crowe showing very well in front won a great ball and despite been pulled back by the full back got Tipp's 2nd goal. Katie added two points in quick succession following her second goal. Westmeath could only manage a single point from a free during the first half as Tipp's backs defended very well. The half time score was Tipperary 2-05 to Westmeath 0-01.

Tipp started the strongest in the 2nd half and despite Eimear Myles sustaining a knee injury in the first half, she slotted over 4 points 3 from play, and 1 from a placed ball. A further point from Lorraine O'Shea saw the finish of Tipp's scoring for the day with a total of 2-10. Westmeath scored 2 points from play in the 2nd half which brought their tally for the day to 3 points.
