Meagher then grabbed their first goal of the campaign to leave her side well in control. Limerick though responded with two points of their own and then were awarded a penalty which they duly scored. However Orlagh Walsh reaffirmed Tipp’s superiority when she scored an excellent individual goal after a fifty metre run through the Limerick defence.  Caoimhe Lyons and Meagher rounded off the first half scoring for Tipp with a point each to leave the half time score 2-11 to 1-3. The second half started in the same fashion with Jessica Stokes scoring two fine points and Meagher adding another. Grainne Gorman capped off a fantastic team move with a well taken goal to completely finish the game off as a contest in the tenth minute of the half. O’Dwyer scored her second point of the game then Limerick in their only period of dominance scored three points on the trot. Condon though scored her side’s fourth goal with a low drive to the net. Then Meagher brought her tally for the day to a goal and six points with two more white flags before Kelly Hackett completed the rout with a long range point. The sides will meet again on May 1st in the final in what is sure to be a closer encounter but if Tipp can show the same skill, attitude and work rate then a second Munster title in a row could well be on its way to the Premier.
